The 1st International Economic Forum on Reform, Transition and Growth 

November 6-8, 2015
The College of Economics and Institute of Finance of Jinan University in Guangzhou, P. R. China, Department of Political Science of Moscow State University, Russian Federation, Centre for Asian Studies and Institute for Political Studies in Belgrade, Serbia, and Faculty of Economics of Corvinus University of Budapest, Hungary call for paper submissions for their first annual International Economic Forum on Reform, Transition and Growth, which will be held at Jinan University, Guangzhou on November 6-8 (Friday to Sunday), 2015. 
The forum will include keynote speeches by internationally acclaimed scholars and parallel group presentation and discussion. Participants will arrive and register on November 6, 2015, and the forum will be held on November 7th and 8th. 
The theme of the 2015 forum is “China’s Silk Road Strategy and Eurasian Regional Cooperation”. Contributors are encouraged to submit papers on the following topics:

1. What are the experiences and lessons in transition to market economy, such as reforms in institution, ownership, and technology innovation, etc, especially those in Central and Eastern European countries which should be learnt by China for its economic reform?
2. How to deal with the relationship between economic growth and economic structure adjustment during the period of transformation from planed economy to market economy?
3. How to understand “China’s Silk Road Strategy and Eurasian Regional Cooperation”, what active roles Asia Infrastructure Investment Bank (AIIB) and Silk Road Fund (SRF) should play in world economy, what are their missions and the mechanism for them to be effective, and what challenges AIIB and SRF would face in the coming years.

4. Comparative research on integrated economic development in Asia, Europe and other regions in the world.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR PAPER SUBMISSION 
Scholars to be present at the forum are required to submit an original and unpublished paper. The deadline for submission is August 20, 2015. All papers should be written in English and will be reviewed by peers, and about 60 papers will be selected for presentation and discussion. You will receive a notification by e-mail once your submission is accepted (or rejected) by September 5, 2015.
